MOPS Program Cost - three payment options
These costs are for childcare workers, craft supplies, beverage service, etc.

$90 if  you pay in one installment ($90/year = $6/meeting)
$105 if  you pay quarterly ($35/quarter = $7/meeting)
$120 if  you pay at each meeting ($8/meeting)

Each mom will be required to help with childcare at one 
MOPS-related meeting (MOPS, MOPS Bible Study, etc.)  
If  you wish to opt-out of  this requirement, you may pay 
an extra $25 (to cover the wages of  a paid childcare 
worker).
Moms will also be asked to bring refreshments and 
children’s snacks about 3-4 times during the year.
We ask that no soliciting (of  home businesses, party 
invitations, etc.) be done at MOPS.

Children ages 3 months to 6 years are cared for onsite 
in the children’s wing.  Classroom ratios are 2 children 
per worker for infants, 3 children per worker for 1s & 2s 
and 4-5 children per worker for 3s, 4s & 5s.  Children 
make crafts, hear stories, sing, eat snacks, and have 
lots of  fun!  
The mother of  each child must stay on the premises.  
Children under 3 months (and optionally up to 9 months) 
stay with their moms as lap infants.

MOPS is for any mom (of  any religious/non-religious 
background) with one or more children ages birth 
through kindergarten. The children are in on-site 
childcare so the mothers can focus on creative 
activities, special speakers, socializing, and small group 
discussions designed to encourage and equip moms. 
This year the theme is “MOMSENSE: BOLD, LOVING, SENSIBLE” 
(Mom Intuition + Common Sense = MomSense)
Combining her mom intuition and her 
common sense helps a woman discover 
her own unique MomSense!
